	Update from previous minutes and actions 

· Patrick Cahoon (Head of Quality Improvement GMMH) will report back to the forum with feedback.

General Update


· Neil Grace (GMMH) presented the Forum with the Carers, Family and Friends Strategy 2018-2021.

 The aim of the overall aim of the strategy is develop ways of working that ensure carers feel informed and engaged in the care of the person or people they support, as much as possible.

In early 2017 consultation took place with Manchester Carers with 250 carers spoken to with the emphasis on mental health.


· Hidden carers campaign to be launched

· Who cares for carer?

· 230 carer champions across Greater Manchester.

· Mental health service users and carers are mentioned in the strategy.

· Young carers – identify young carers and signpost appropriately

· Young carers awareness training to be rolled out across Greater Manchester authorities.


· How will it be measured? 


· Monitoring in different areas

· GMMH dedicated carer lead 

· Trust Carer Strategy meetings to be held every 3 months.

· Carers specific feedback from questionnaires.

· Look at specific themes across Greater Manchester and address specific issues.

· Carers groups across the area should be linked into the strategy.




	· North West Ambulance - engagement 

Yunus Mogra introduced himself as Patient Engagement Manager, Tony Okparaverd and Gill Drummond (secondment). 

Gill explained her role as having a mental health nurse background and is has been working from the last 6 months for NWAS.

The key roles is to develop a 3 year strategy:


· around direction of mental health

· patient engagement is important

· feedback welcome on service – look at gaps and improve services


· Gill expressed her interest in attending a further forum meeting where a North Ambulance game can been played which will take up to 1 hour.  The game has received national acclaim on their website.


· A patient/public panel will be implemented which takes the form of 3 levels – Internal/external consultation:


· 20/30 individuals sit on meetings as influencers

· 20/30 individuals go to consultation.  The consultation group will include paramedics, front line crew who wear bodycams.


· Training delivery is to understand consent ie mental capacity.  Suggestion was to work alongside police as a priority.


· A question was raised:


· Are paramedics trained on advanced decision cards?


· No specific training for specialised paramedics.  It was mentioned a general/broader approach around the mental care act.  All paramedics receive additional training every 12 months.

Any other Business

· DS suggested mental health first aid training.  Eight people on course.

· Armed forces mental health should also be considered.

· DS asked for votes on the new stationery.  Votes carried 4 – yellow design and 5 for blue design.

· Kathryn advised the forum of the Peer Support Roadmap.

· Kathryn advised the forum of legal status for the forum.  After much discussion and explanations provided by Kathryn, the 10 votes were cast to approve the forum to be registered as a Community Incorporate Organisation.
